	Advance Organizer/Agenda

	1. Read definitions (5 minutes)

2. Definition bingo (10 minutes)

3. Re-read definitions and add notes (p. 1 and 2 of study guide)

4. Read plot (p. 3) from study guide (5 minutes)

5. Story cubes in pairs (they choose partner) (10 minutes)

6. Review story cube info as a class and create plot diagram for each story (5x2 = 10 minutes) 

7. Sponge: POV jeopardy


	

	Attention Grabber
	Teacher: “Today I’m going to give you all the answers to your test. We are going to do two activities and they are going to cover the material that you will be tested on in tomorrow’s test.” 
	

	Expectations for Learning and Behavior
	Students will participate in the review bingo by raising their hands (and not shouting out) to share the answer

Students will work in pairs, or groups of 3, to do the story cubes.

Students will quietly read their study guides when instructed.
	

	Assessment of Prior Knowledge
	Teacher asks students to name the five short stories explored in class and summarize the plot. 

Students volunteer and then make the notes on their study guide.
	

	Transition to Body
	Teacher: You have five minutes to review the definitions on your study guide (first two pages). You will need these to participate in the bingo activity. 

Students: Read while teacher takes attendance.

	Learning Activity #1
	Bingo! Ask students to paraphrase instructions.

Teacher reads half of the definitions and allows for five-minute break so students can further review their study guide.

	Learning Activity #2
	Teacher pre-builds cubes out of paper. Before turning it into a cube, the teacher writes the five elements of the short story on each side and a title on the final side. Students will pair up without leaving their seats and practice explaining to their partner what element of the short story that they roll. 

Ask students to paraphrase instructions.

The teacher should circulate among students to listen and ask clarifying questions. If time allows, students will switch partners several times.
